From the North: 
• US-101 S toward SAN RAFAEL/SAN FRANCISCO. 
• Take the IGNACIO BLVD exit  
• Stay STRAIGHT to go onto ENFRENTE RD. 
• Turn RIGHT onto IGNACIO BLVD. 
• Turn LEFT onto MONTURA WAY. 

• Turn RIGHT onto MARIN OAKS DR. 
• JOSEF HOOG PARK on the LEFT 

 

From the South: 
• US-101 N toward EUREKA. 
• Take the IGNACIO BLVD/BEL MARIN KEYS BLVD exit  
• Turn LEFT onto NAVE DR. 
• Turn LEFT onto IGNACIO BLVD. 
• Turn LEFT onto MONTURA WAY. 

• Turn RIGHT onto MARIN OAKS DR. 
• JOSEF HOOG PARK on the LEFT
